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A building and office space 
of our own!   

The dream is soon to come 
true, thanks to the generosity of 
our Founders Award recipient and 
good friend Jeff Thomas (founder 
of WeatherGuard Roofing). Jeff is 
in the final stages of arranging to 
purchase and renovate for our use 
the now vacant building on Gun 
Club Road in Altamont (formerly 
occupied by the Helderberg Bible 
Chapel).  

When the renovations are 
complete, we will finally have the 
office space we need  rent-free. 
There will be separate offices for 
the Executive Director as well as 
the staff and volunteers. There 
will also be much-needed storage 
space and a meeting room, which 
will be available for other local 
nonprofit organizations to use.   

Adequate office space will 
be a luxury for Community 
Caregivers. We currently occupy 
limited space at Fountain View 
Senior Assisted Living Center in 
Slingerlands, compliments of 
Michael Becker, Fountain View s 
president and CEO.   

While much remains to be 
done, we re confident that once 
the actual renovations begin, they 
will progress quickly. No definite 
date has been established for the 
move, but applications for the 
various Town of Guilderland 
approvals have been (or will 
shortly be) filed, and floor plans 
and a design for an attractive 
exterior have already been 
presented to the CC Board of 
Directors.
